The primary goal of Phase 1awards is to validate the problem - step outside of your comfort zone, conduct
ethnography with new stakeholders, dive deep into market reports, consult with experts to demonstrate that
the specific problem you are trying to solve is truly the impediment to improving human health. Awards ranging
from $10,000 to $25,000 will be made to support up to 6 months of work in this area.

The final deliverables after the Phase 1award include a 2-minute Problem Pitch Video and Press Release
describing the significance and urgency of the problem, and a Business / Mission Model Canvas that identifies
the plan to support one of at least three different approaches to address the problem through research and development.

Successful completion of a Phase 1award makes teams eligible for Phase 2 - research and development
awards of up to $150,000.

Earliest Phase 1awards may begin by July 1, 2025.
